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INTRODUCTION

The National Book Trust, India (NBT), an autonomous organization under the Ministry of Education,
Government of India, was established in 1957. The Trust is mandated by the Government of India to
produce and encourage the publication of good books and to make them available at moderate prices
to the public. The Trust is also mandated to arrange Book Fairs/Exhibitions and take all necessary
steps to make the people book minded in the society.

Publishing

Publishing forms a major activity of the Trust. It publishes a wide variety of reasonably priced quality
books ranging from works of fiction to books on medical sciences and cutting edge technology for all
segments of society and for all age groups, including a wide variety of illustrated books for children.
Over the years, the Trust’'s determined efforts in developing a strong and inclusive policy towards
publishing is also apparent in the variety of books published for the neo-literates and visually impaired.

The Trust publishes books in all major Indian languages, which include Asamiya, Bangla, Bodo, Dogri,
English, Guijarati, Hindi, Kannada, Kashmiri, Malayalam, Manipuri, Maithili, Marathi, Nepali, Odia,
Punjabi, Sanskrit, Sindhi, Tamil, Telugu and Urdu. In addition to this, the Trust has also published books
in Ao Naga, Asuri, Bhojpuri, Bhili, Bhatri, Biho, Birajia, Bhumij, Garo, Gondi, Ho, Halbi, Himachali,
Khadia, Khasi, Kokborok, Konkani, Kurukh, Lepcha, Bhutia, Malto, Mising, Mundari, Limboo, Mizo,
Newari, Magahi, Tibetan, Bhoti, Santali, Sanskrit among others.

The Trust publishes a quarterly magazine in Hindi titled, Pustak Sanskriti, which carries articles on
various interesting topics related to books and contemporary issues of the society. In addition, a
monthly NBT Newsletter in English is brought out, which provides complete information regarding
the various literary, children’s and other activities organised by the Trust.

During the period under review, 3718 titles were published by the Trust. These included 178 originals,
354 translations, 3151 reprints and 35 revised editions.

Training Course in Book Publishing

NBT organises short-term Training Courses in Book Publishing in various parts of the country with the
objective to create a talent pool of trained professionals for publishing industry. The Trust organised
an online training course in book publishing from 7 January to 9 April 2023 and 28 October 2023 to
4 February 2024.

India-China Translation Programme

In a significant initiative in cultural diplomacy, the Government of India and the Government of Republic
of China have put forward an ambitious translation programme that includes translation of select 25
classical and contemporary works from Chinese into Hindi and other Indian literary works and vice-
versa. To give effect to this initiative a Memorandum of Understanding was signed between the Ministry
of External Affairs, Government of India and the State Administration of Press, Publication, Radio, Film
and Television of the People’s Republic to China in Cooperation in Mutual Translation and Publication
of Classic and Contemporary Works. It was signed during the visit of Premier Li Kegiang to India.

The work of taking forward the programme was given to National Book Trust, India. To implement this
project, the External Publicity and Public Diplomacy Division of Ministry of External Affairs, Government
of India and the National Book Trust, India signed an MoU in December 2015, to translate the 25
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Chinese works into Hindi. About 20 Chinese literary works have been assigned for translation of which
five books have been published and three books have been in the final stage.

Book Promotion Activities

The Trust regularly organises Book Fairs/ Exhibitions throughout the country. The NBT also hosts the
prestigious annual New Delhi World Book Fair. NBT has so far organised 31 New Delhi World Book
Fairs and 147 Domestic Books Fairs.

Book Fairs in India

During the period from April 2023 to March 2024, the Trust organised seven Book Fairs across the
country including Ladakh Book Festival (12-16 July 2023); Ujjain Book Fair ( 1-6 September 2023);
Shillong Book Fair (27 September — 3 October 2023); Gomti Book Festival (9-17 December 2023);
Pune Book Festival (16-24 December 2023); Sambalpur Book Fair (21-29 January 2024); and New
Delhi World Book Fair (10-18 February 2024).

International Book Fairs

In order to promote Indian publishing abroad, the Trust participates in various International Book
Fairs by displaying a cross section of representative Indian publications brought out by various
Indian publishers. Since 1970, the Trust has participated in more than 409 International Book Fairs.
During the period under review, the Trust participated in 11 such International Book Fairs, including
London Book Fair (18-20 April 2023); Tehran International Book Fair (10-25 May 2023); Abu Dhabi
International Book Fair (22-28 May 2023); Velladolid Book Fair (2-22 June 2023); Seoul International
Book Fair (14-18 June 2023); Colombo International Book Fair (22 September - 1 October 2023);
LIBER International Book Fair, Spain (4-6 October 2023); Frankfurt Book Fair (18-22 October 2023);
Sharjah International Book Fair (1-12 November 2023); South Asia International Book Fair (21-25
November 2023); and London Book Fair (12-14 March 2024).

Mobile Exhibitions

The Trust has been trying to make the books available to the people at their doorsteps through mobile
exhibitions. So far it has organised more than 15,000 Mobile Exhibitions throughout the country
including the Northeastern states. During the period under report, the Trust organised Mobile Book
Exhibitions at about 315 places in and around 18 Pustak Parikramas.

Samagra Shiksha Abhiyan

The Samagra Shiksha Abhiyan is a flagship programme of the Government of India, for the promotion
of reading habit among school children through the libraries of their respective schools. Under the
programme, books in many languages have been published for the school children by NBT. The
books are selected by a panel of experts of the respective state governments for school children in
their states.

During the financial year 2023-24, select NBT books were distributed to more than 16,39,161 schools
in 16 States and Union Territories.

Literary Activities

The Trust organises several book-related activities for the development of the publishing industry of
the country. It organises workshops and seminars for those involved in the development, production
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and distribution of books. It also organises author’s meet and other literary activities such as book
release functions from time to time. In addition, the Trust organises various literary events on major
national and international days like International Yoga Day, Constitution Day, Vigilance Awareness
Week, Hindi Diwas, among others. During the period under review, over 100 activities were organised
by the Trust.

NBT Foundation Day

As part of its 67th Foundation Day celebrations, the Trust organised NBT Foundation Day Lecture at
the NBT headquarters, New Delhi on 1 August 2023. Prof. Kumud Sharma, Vice President, Sahitya
Akademi delivered the lecture.

National Centre for Children’s Literature (NCCL)

NCCL is the children’s wing of National Book Trust, India established in 1993 as a nodal agency to
monitor, coordinate and promote children’s literature in the country. NCCL also supports professionals
working in the field of children’s literature. It has a unique Training the Trainers programme for educators,
librarians, teachers, Anganwadi trainers and parents. NCCL regularly organizes orientation workshops,
competitions, sessions and learning-with-fun activities for children, and encourages reading habit at the
school level by setting-up of Readers Clubs. Till date, 1.33 lakh Readers Clubs have been established
across the country. During the period under review, 216 new Readers Clubs were enrolled. NCCL
organizes Summer Camps, book exhibitions, and activities in book fairs & book exhibitions across
the country. The Centre also has a library-cum-documentation centre, which houses 24,000 titles in
43 Indian languages and 33 foreign languages. The Library is connected to DELNET, and the titles
are available on e-Granthalaya. 45 new members were enrolled for the membership of the NCCL
Library during the year 2023-24. NCCL library has a total of 424 members till date.

NCCL brings out a quarterly bilingual magazine for children (Readers Club Bulletin), where most
articles are written by children. This encourages the spirit of budding authors. The magazine is sent
to all Readers Clubs, schools, universities, educational institutes and is available to readers as well
in digital format on NBT website. NCCL also publishes few books that are not covered by the regular
publishing programme of NBT.

Book Promotional Activities in the North-East

The Trust also stepped-up its book promotional activities in the North-East through a number of Book
Fairs, literary activities and special sales drive. During the year under review, the National Book Trust,
India organised Shillong Book Fair (27 September — 3 October 2023), and Sikkim Book Fair (18-20
March 2024).

Book Promotional Activities in Ladakh

The Trust in association with the Administration of Union Territory of Ladakh organised Ladakh Book
Festival at the New Multipurpose Indoor Stadium (NDS Memorial Sports Ground), Leh from 12 to 16
July 2023. The Festival was inaugurated on 12th July 2023 by Brig. B. D. Mishra, Hon’ble Lt. Governor
of Ladakh in the presence of Advocate Tyashi Gyalson, Chairman-LAHDC, eminent authors Shri
Jamyang Gyaltsan and Mohd. Sadiq Hardassi, along with Prof. Govind Prasad Sharma, Chairman,
NBT; and Shri Yuvraj Malik, Director, NBT. During the Festival several literary, cultural and children’s
programmes were organised including storytelling sessions, workshops, sessions on literature,
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environment and history by eminent speakers, musical and cultural performances, along with a Hindi
to Bhoti translation workshop.

Book Promotional Activities by the NBT Regional Offices and Book Promotion
Centres

Besides the Northern Regional Office at its headquarters, the Trust also has three Regional Offices at
Bengaluru, Mumbai and Kolkata as well as Book Promotional Centres at Agartala, Chennai, Cuttack,
Guwahati, Hyderabad, Kochi and Patna. These offices are primarily responsible for the marketing and
sales of NBT publications. The regional offices also participate in various Book Fairs organised both
by the Trust and other agencies throughout the country. They also organise NBT book exhibitions at
various places in their respective regions. The offices are also responsible for enlisting distributors and
agents for the sale of NBT publications. During the period under report, 18 new agents/distributors
were enrolled. It also enrolled 2006 new Book Club members.

Prime Minister’s Scheme for Mentoring Young Authors (YUVA) 2.0

As part of the Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav, the Ministry of Education, Department of Higher Education
launched PM-YUVA Mentorship Scheme 2.0 to train young and budding authors ( below 30 years) in
order to promote reading, writing and book culture in the country, and project India and Indian writings
globally. A total of 41 authors were selected through an All India Contest conducted in 23 languages
from 2 October 2022 to 15 January 2023. National Book Trust, India is the Implementing Agency.

PM-YUVA Authors Meet Hon’ble President of India

PM-YUVA Authors met Hon’ble President of India at Rashtrapati Bhawan, New Delhi on 10th February
2024. Interacting with 55 PM-YUVA 1.0 authors, and 37 PM-YUVA 2.0 Authors at Rashtrapati Bhawan,
Hon’ble President Smt. Droupadi Murmu expressed her appreciation that through the project not only
young talent, but also Indian languages are being promoted.

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The delegation of young authors was by Prof. Milind Sudhakar Marathe Chairman, NBT, who
presented the president with a bouquet of books, while the Shri Yuvraj Malik, Director, NBT, briefed
the President about the scheme.

The interaction took place at the Rashtrapati Bhawan under the Sahitya Rachna Programme. A group
photo of both the groups of authors with the President was also taken on the occasion.

Ms. Rita Sonowal Kouli, Joint Secretary, Ministry of Education; Shri MM Singh, Director, Ministry of
Education; and Shri Kumar Vikram, Editor and NBT Project Head of the PM-YUVA scheme were also
present on the occasion.

Hon’ble Prime Minister of India Visits NBT Stall at Kashi-Tamil Sangamam

The second edition of Kashi Tamil Sangamam (KTS 2.0) was organised by the Ministry of Education
from 17-30 December 2023 at Namo Ghat, Varanasi in which the NBT team took active participation.
The KTS 2.0 was inaugurated by the Hon’ble PM Shri Narendra Modi at Varanasi on the 17th December,
2023, with the first time ever real time, app-based translation of a part of Hon’ble PM’s speech in
Tamil for the benefit of visiting Tamil delegates. The Hon’ble Prime Minister visited the NBT Bookstall
at Kashi-Tamil Sangamam. Hon’ble Prime Minister was briefed on bilingual books published by NBT
by the Editor and Project Head, Shri Kumar Vikram. Shri Mathan Raj, Assistant Editor (Tamil) was
also present on the occasion.

The Trust organised a symphony of storytelling, cultural exchange, and educational enrichment at
the Kashi-Tamil Sangamam in Varanasi, leaving an indelible mark on the eager minds of students
from various institutions. In a significant engagement, the Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi
visited the NBT stall. Various activities were conducted by NBT at the Kashi-Tamil Sangamam in
Varanasi for students at NaMo Ghat instilling in them a spirit of shared heritage. The students from
Shri Harishchandra Balika Inter College, Sunbeam Suncity School and Arya Mahila Inter College
participated in the contest. Various activities organised at Kashi Tamil Sangamam 2.0. From 25-27
December, 2023, a Hindi-Tamil Translation Workshop was organised to develop bilingual books for
children under the National Education Policy 2020.
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All-India Competition for Creative Children’s Books focusing on the Toy Traditions
of India

An All-India competition for Creative Children’s Books focusing on the Toy traditions of India in
Hindi and English was organised by the Ministry of Education with National Book Trust, India as the
implementing agency through MyGov portal from 20 September to 30 November 2023. A total of 887
entries were received.

The National Jury meeting was held on 6 June 2024 at NBT Headquarters, Vasant Kunj, New Delhi.
The jury members evaluated the shortlisted entries and also interacted with the shortlisted participants
online. The jury members selected the best three entries as follows:

The three recommended proposals will be developed into book form and will be published by National
Book Trust, India after their editing and designing.

Rajbhasha Promotional Activities

National Book Trust, India organises various activities round the year to encourage officials to use
Official Language Hindi in their work. The Trust organised various activities for implementation of
Official Language Policy and to promote the use of Official Language during the year 2023-24. The
details thereof are as follows:

1. Quarterly meetings of the Official Language Implementation Committee were conducted regularly
to discuss and review the progress of Official Language Hindi for achieving the targets of Annual
Programme issued by the Department of Official Language, Ministry of Home Affairs.

2. In order to promote the progressive use of the Official Language and to comply with the Act,
Rules and Orders relating to the Official Language, 4 Hindi workshops were organised on various
subjects in which 87 personnel participated enthusiastically.

3. Hindi fortnight was organized during the period from 14 September, 2023 to 29 September,
2024 to propagate linguistic harmony and to motivate the employees for the progressive usage
of Hindi in their day-to-day work. The following activities were organized during the fortnight:

(a) Hindi Essay Writing Competition was organized on 19.09.2023 in which 40 officials
participated.

(b) Hindi General Knowledge Quiz Competition was organized on 20.09.2023, in which
questions relating to General Hindi, Official Language Rules, Act and Policy and Official
Language were asked and 56 officials participated in it.

(c) Noting and drafting in Hindi competition was organized on 21.09.2023 in which 45 officials
participated.

(d) Alecture was organized on 26.09.2023 on ‘Azadi ka Amritkaal and Rajbhasha Hindi’. The
lecture was delivered by Dr. Prabhanshu Ojha, Assistant Professor (Hindi), Hansraj College.

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3.  Apart from this other activities were organized/being organized for the promotion of the use of
Official Language Hindi :

(a) In order to encourage the functioning of the Trust in Hindi, an incentive scheme for doing
government work originally in Hindi was started in which 19 employees participated
enthusiastically.

(b) 01 untrained personnel in Hindi was given training of Prabodh course, 03 personnels were
given training of Pragya course and 01 personnel was given training of Parangat course.

(c) 02 untrained Lower Division Clerks were given training in Hindi typing

(d) To enrich the knowledge of Official Language Hindi, ‘Aaj Ka Shabd’ and ‘Aaj Ka Vichar’
are regularly displayed.

Financial Performance
During the Financial Year 2023-24, the Trust achieved net sales of Rs. 17931.19 lakh. The total

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PUBLISHING

The NBT provides a wide variety of books for all age groups on all subjects keeping in view the needs
of its readers and demands of a fluctuating market. A brief note on the various series and on the

number of books published under each series during 2023-24 is as follows:

Aadan Pradan
Aadan Pradan is a series of particular importance because of its unique potential for forging national

integration through the exchange of creative literature of the different regions. It presents well-known
literary works, mainly novels, short stories, anthologies of popular poetry and reminiscences, of a
particular language, to people of other Indian languages.

Atotal of 190 titles were published under the series during the year including 3 originals, 3 translations,
3 revised, and 181 reprints. Of these, 34 in Asamiya, 27 in Bangla, 27 in English, 54 in Hindi, 1 in
Kannada, 1in Malayalam, 1 in Marathi, 4 in Odia, 3 in Punjabi, 25 in Tamil, 13 in Telugu. Significant
titles include Gems of Soulful Prayer: Stutichintamani, Bonsai Women: Select Short Stories, and

Shesha Ishwara.

Afro-Asian Countries
In the post-colonial world, countries of Asia and Africa have emerged as powerful cultural, social, political

and economic forces thereby becoming a significant field of study due to similarity of concerns. The

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books under the series focus on the problems and prospects of sustainable development, globalisation
and interdependence in the fields of science and technology, trade, agriculture, infrastructure, education,
health, strategic alliances, etc. in these geo-political regions.

Under this series, six titles were reprinted including 5 in English and 1 in Telugu.

Asian / Pacific Co-publication Programme

This is a novel attempt under the aegis of UNESCO, at developing books for Asian children by Asian
authors. To have children in Korea share their fantasies with their counterparts in Sri Lanka is probably
no mean achievement. And when Indian and Pakistani editors work as part of a team to build a list
of children in the 20 odd countries of the continent we inhabit, it is a great new beginning. The many
worlds from Tehran to Tokyo intermingle to give colour to words that children across the continent, if
not the world, would love to read. These books are steps for bridging minds and creating a common
heritage for this vast continent and are the very best of Asia today.

During the year, 28 titles were reprinted under the series. These included 3 in Asamiya, 3 in Bangla,
8 in English 2 in Gujarati, 4 in Hindi, 3 in Tamil and 5 in Telugu.

Autobiography
This series comprises autobiographies of distinguished social, political and literary figures of India,
whose contributions have made the country proud.

During the year 18 titles published including, 1 translation, and 17 reprints were published. These
include: 2 in Bangla, 13 in English, and 3 in Hindi, Significant title includes Antim Ishwar.

Bhartiya Sahitya Nidhi
Under this series select classic literature of all Indian languages is published.

During the year one title in Hindi was reprinted.

Books for the Neo-literates

Most books published under the series are the outcome of workshops organized in rural areas with
the participation of local people. To make these relevant to the needs of the neo-literates, the books
are written in an idiom familiar to them and are field-tested. Short stories, biographies, novelettes,
folktales, presentations of contemporary issues and functionally useful information are brought out
in a style which attracts neo-literates to read at their own initiative.

Under this series, 105 titles were reprinted during the year. These include: 23 in Asamiya, 9 in Bangla,
3 in Gujarati, 47 in Hindi, 2 in Punjabi, and 21 in Tamil.

Bilingual Series

National Book Trust, India has come up with a new sub-series ‘Bilingual Editions for Children’ as per
the guidelines of the New Education Policy 2020 with the objective to create supplementary reading
materials for children to help them adapt suitably to the multilingual fabric of the country.

The bilingual books in Asamiya-English; Gujarati-English, Hindi-English; Malayalam-English; Marathi-
English; Odia-English; Punjabi-English; Tamil-English, Telugu-English, Urdu-English, etc. format have
been brought out.

Under this series, 126 titles were published during the year. These include: 44 originals and 82 reprints.
Significant titles include, A Friend Forever, Fu-Ku an Alien, What is A Tree, Mottainai Grandma, Mitha
and Her Magic Shoes, Rupa the Elephant, among others.

Braille Books
The Trust has been bringing out select titles from its various series in Braille.

During the year, 10 titles were brought out in Braille. These include 2 originals and 8 reprints. The
significant titles are Jallianwala Bagh and Five Stories from Guru Govind Singh’s Life.

Continuing Education Series

The objective of this series is to bring out books for the participants of Continuing Education Programme
in all major languages of India. Books in this series include collection of freedom songs, books on
Indian culture, polity, industry, agriculture etc. Besides, the series also comprises biographies and
major novels of Indian literature abridged for target readership.

Under this series, 51 titles were reprinted. These include 7 in Asamiya, 9 in Bangla, 1 in Gujarati, 25
in Hindi, 3 in Odia, 3 in Punjabi, and 3 in Tamil.

Corona Studies Series

The new publishing series ‘Corona Studies Series’ provides reading materials to the general readers
on various aspects of the Corona Pandemic. These books are based on the study conducted by
a group of eminent psychologists and counsellors. Accordingly, a set of on-line questionnaire was
developed as part of the study. In this series, the books focussed on ‘Psychosocial Impact and How to
Cope’ for various segments such as Parents, Mothers and Women; Children, Adolescents and Youth;
Employees; Persons with Disabilities; COVID-19 Affected Families; Medical and Essential Services
Providers; and Elderly (60 Years and Above).

Under this series, 7 titles in English were reprinted.

Creative Learning Series

The objective of this series is to bring out books on new educations concepts and tools that are now
being actively implemented in the pre-primary and primary sectors of education. With an orientation
towards a practical mode of approach, these books are specially designed keeping in view the needs
of teaches and others working in the field of education.

During the year, 75 titles were published under the series. These include 8 in Asamiya, 1 in Bangla, 27
in English, 30 in Hindi, 1 in Odia, 1 in Marathi, 1 in Tamil, 4 in Telugu, and 2 in Kannada comprising 3
originals and 72 reprints. Significant titles include Internet Yug: Bachche,Abhibhavak Aur Shikshakon
Ki Chunautiyan, Vidyalay mein Samaj, and Bhima Bhoinka Shrestha Kabyakruti.

Creating Intellectual Heritage

Itis a multi-institutional, multi-activity centered knowledge programme aimed to evolve through organic
collaboration with the central universities, research institutes, centres of higher learning and various
ministries of the central government which are working on social welfare programmes and various
developmental initiatives. Themes on various developmental activities/ programmes/ schemes were
identified in consultation with respective ministries. The identified institutions were assigned themes

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to work and explore. The final outcome of these deliberations has been produced in the form of study
reports published under this new series.

During the year, 9 original titles in English were published under the series. Significant titles include
Financial Inclusion; Holistic Healthcare in New India; Beyond Boundaries: A Study of Social impact of
Mann ki Baat; Development Common Knowledge Resources and Making New India; Environmental
Cosmos, Consciousness and Policies in New India: Recent Strategic Initiatives, eftc.

General Series

Significant titles which cannot be covered under the above series are published as General titles.
Books published under this series provide an in-depth study of the subject and also serve as authentic
reference material.

During the year, 190 titles were published, including 7 in Asamiya, 11 in Bangla, 2 in Braille, 51 in
English, 1 in Gujarati, 97 in Hindi, 1 in Kannada, 1 in Malayalam, 1 in Marathi, 5 in Odia, 5 in Punjabi,
1 in Sanskrit, 4 in Tamil, 2 in Telugu, and 2 in Urdu. These include: 24 originals, 15 translations, and
151 reprints. Among the significant titles published include Igniting Collective Goodness: Mann Ki
Baat @100, Prem Gorkhi Dian Chonvian Kahanian, Deodaran Di Chhan Heth, Manoj Dasanka Galpa,
Veda Kalpataru, Shimla, among others.

Folkore

The Folklore series enables the readers of one region to get acquainted with folklore which had shaped
the cultural identity of those living in other regions of the country. Descriptions of the area, people,
myths, mythology, religion, customs, traditions, fairs and festivals, music, dance, drama, art & craft,
and folk literature are also included in the books of this series.

Forty-nine titles were published during the year, including 5 in Asamiya, 3 in Bangla, 9 in English,
28 in Hindi, 2 in Tamil, 1 in Telugu, and 1 in Odia. These include: 3 originals, 1 translations, and 45
reprints. Among the significant titles published include Karbi Folktales, Chattishgarh Ka Lok Puran
and Munda Aur Oraon Ke Prathagat Kanoon.

Golden Jubilee Anthologies

The Trust has also brought out select anthologies in different Indian languages to mark its Golden
Jubilee Year. The anthologies aim to bring to the readers some of the best post-independence writings,
so that readers of one language can enjoy and appreciate literature of other languages.

During the year, 2 titles were reprinted, including 1 each in English and Hindi.

Hindi Navjagran Ke Agradoot

This series comprises select writings of eminent writers who were instrumental in bringing about the
Renaissance of Hindi literature during the late 19th and early 20th century India.

During the year, 2 titles in Hindi were reprinted.

India @75

It is a new series to document the contributions of various personalities, the making of new dynamic
cities, historic events, and other socio-cultural, political, economic ideas and themes that have made

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India into a mature, independent, strong nation post-1947 taking forward its ancient wisdom and
culture with a progressive and modern vision. The series focusses on imparting these ideas in a
reader-friendly manner to the young readers (12+) of the country, and stands on four conceptual
pillars: People, Places, Events and Themes. Publication of a set of 75 books on freedom fighters is
also a part of the series.

Forty-six titles were reprinted during the year, including 6 in Bangla, 20 in English, 10 in Hindi, 1 in
Malayalam, 1 in Marathi, 6 in Punjabi, and 2 in Urdu. These include: 8 originals, 1 translation and 5
revised, 32 reprints. Among the significant titles published include Bhagatram Talvar:Vismrit Deshbhakt
Jasus Ki Gaurav Gatha, chitrapati vhi. Shantaram, Captain Lakshmi, etc.

Indian Diaspora Studies

The books under this series focus on the works of and about the Indian diasporic community as
settled across globe. The studies seek to bring out the salient features of the impact of cross-cultural
interaction, alienation and exile, displacement, immigration, etc. on various knowledge systems like
literature, sociology, culture, philosophy, etc. Emerging as a significant field of study, NBT’s foray into
this area of publishing is a pioneering effort.

Under this series, 7 titles were reprinted during the year, including 1 in Asamiya, 2 each in Bangla,
English and in Hindi.

India—The Land and the People

Books in this series introduce the varied physical environment, the diverse cultural traditions and the
flora and fauna have enriched the composite and colourful character of India. These books, written
in a non-technical, lucid style by subject experts, provide authentic and up-to-date information on
the subject.

Under this series, 153 titles were published during the year, including 13 in Asamiya, 13 in Bangla,
77 in English, 1 in Gujarati, 32 in Hindi, 1 in Kannada, , 1 in Marathi, 1 in Odia, 4 in Tamil and 10 in
Telugu. These included 2 originals, 1 translations and 150 reprints. Significant titles include Bharat
Mein Kumbh and Chambal Sanskriti and Virasat.

Indian Knowledge System (IKS)

NBT is set to launch a dedicated publishing series on Indian Knowledge System (IKS) which will not
only bring out books on traditional and indigenous knowledge systems in the fields of philosophy or
literature, but also in the fields of mathematics, science, astronomy, yoga, architecture, medicine,
agriculture, engineering, linguistics, sports, among others.

Under this series, 4 titles were published during the year including 3 in Hindi and 1 in Malayalam.
These include: 2 original and 2 reprint. Significant titles published include Jeevan Jigyasa Aur Shastra
and Samgamagrama Madhavante Randu Kiritikal.

Indian Literature Series

Well-known writings of contemporary Indian writers are brought out under this series in various
languages.

Under this series, 7 titles were reprinted during the year, including 4 in Bangla and 3 in Urdu.
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National Biography

The objective of the National Biography series is to bring out biographies of Indian women and
men who have made outstanding contribution towards the development of Indian society, culture,
science, economy, polity as also of modern Indian sensibility. These provide an authentic, objective,
comprehensive and analytic account of the person’s life and times.

Under this series, 176 titles were published during the year. These include 24 in Asamiya, 18 in
Bangla, 39 in English, 3 in Gujarati, 60 in Hindi, 1 in Marathi, 2 in Odia, 9 in Punjabi, 7 in Tamil, and
11 in Telugu. The titles consist of 4 originals, 4 translation, 11 revised and 157 reprints. Significant
titles include Gulam Gaus Khan, Guru Teg Bahadur, and Sardar Shyam Singh Attari.

Navlekhan

Select writings of young authors across languages, who are below forty and whose work have not
been published before, are brought out under this series in various languages.

Under this series, 7 titles were reprinted during the year including 1 in Bangla, 1 in Gujarati, 2 in Hindi,
1 in Odia and 2 in Telugu.

NCCL

Research material, activity books, and titles of genres that are not included in the regular publishing
programme of NBT are published under the series by NCCL. This ensures that NBT’s publishing
programme is all-inclusive and covers titles and genres that are unique in nature.

NCCL has till now published research material and conference proceedings on children’s literature in
India through its ‘Aspects of Children’s Literature’ series. It has also published a book of guidelines
for children’s authors titled ‘A Guide to Good Books’. NCCL also has books on the awareness of
Corona Vaccine for children (in comic-book style), for adolescents and for health workers. The books
were published in Hindi, English and Punjabi (in collaboration with SARD). A set of 3 books meant
for Anganwadis (for 3 age-groups) based on the learning outcomes of ECCE (under NEP 2020) was
also published in English and Hindi. Another book on the ‘Voyage of Ganga’ was published, based
on NBT’s Ganga Pustak Parikrama, which covered literature from 20 cities located on the banks of
River Ganga.

During the period under review, 22 titles were published under this series. These included 7 original, 8
translation and 7 reprints. Language-wise break-up of the titles is as follows: 9 in English, 10 in Hindi,
and 3 in Punjabi. The significant titles include A Helping Hand: Stories of Hope, Impacting Reality:
Stories of Resilience, Say Yes to Vaccines, and Ganga Ki Yatra.

Nehru Bal Pustakalaya

The Nehru Bal Pustakalaya series aims at creating a treasure-house of enjoyable and informative
literature which children can read at their own initiative. It also promotes national integration by
providing common reading material on a wide range of subjects in their mother tongue to children all
over India. Books of this series cater to four age groups: pre-school, 6-8, 9-11 and 12-14. lllustrations
material for these books is commissioned separately and all books carry colour and / or black & white
illustrations, line drawings and photographs. In the case of books for pre-school children, the text, if
any, revolves around multi-coloured pictures which tell a story by themselves.
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During the year, 1982 titles were published under the series. The language-wise break-up is as follows:
340 in Asamiya, 162 in Bangla, 3 in Bhoti, 20 in Bodo, 8 in Braille, 486 in English, 31 in Garhwali,
17 in Guijarati, 490 in Hindi, 10 in Kannada, 1 in Kashmiri, 1 in Kokborok, 27 in Konkani, 4 in Korwa,
26 in Kumaoni, 37 in Malayalam, 45 in Odia, 4 in Pahadiya, 18 in Punjabi, 1 in Rajasthani, 131 in
Tamil, 84 in Telugu and 36 in Urdu. These included 33 originals, 302 translations, 12 revised and 1635
reprints. Significant titles include Aabhar Amrood, Akaal Mein Roti, Amader Janbahan, Doordarshan,
Gend Ki Khushi, Rani Sagar, The Rampur Raza Mystery, When Sports Values Win the Race, etc.

North-East Study Series

The series has been conceived to break stereotypes about the North East region and to bring the
region’s unique identity into the national academic and intellectual discourses. The books under the
series encompass a variety of subjects including fiction and non-fiction based on the land, people,
customs, culture and literature of the region.

During the year under review, 4 titles were reprinted including 1 in Asamiya and 3 in English.

PM-YUVA Series

To commemorate 75 years of India’s Independence under the Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav Programme,
a new series has been developed under the Prime Minister’s Scheme for Mentoring Young Authors-
YUVA (Young, Upcoming and Versatile Authors). The Scheme envisaged to train young authors of
below 30 years to promote reading, writing and book culture in the country and also to project India
and Indian writings globally. The books published under the Scheme revolve around the theme of
National Movement of India with focus on Unsung Heroes, Unknown and Forgotten Places and their
role in freedom struggle.

During the year, 14 titles were reprinted in the series. These include 2 is Asamiya, 1 in Bangla, 6 in
English, 3 in Hindi, and 2 in Urdu.

Popular Readers’ Series

In addressing the needs of contemporary readers, this new series of books brings to focus some of
the recent debates and discourse in many fields of enquiry like science, art, history, film, translation,
literature, etc. The books under the series are not only an introduction to the subject, but also discuss
the changing paradigms, theoretical foundations and various schools of thought that have enriched/
furthered our understanding and appreciation of the discipline. Keeping in view the ethical and political
dimensions, the books also discuss the importance and role of the discipline in today’s times, with an
emphasis on the Indian context.

During the period under review, one title in Bangla was reprinted.

Popular Science

This series aims at enabling the average educated reader to understand the world around them
appreciate the progress of science, and learn about the role science and technology play in everyday
life, emphasizing, wherever possible, India’s contribution to the field. The books in this series are
written in a lucid, easy-to-understand, simple style and illustrated with anecdotes and analogies from
daily life. Diagrams, sketches and photographs elucidate the text.
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Two hundred and thirty three titles were published during the year, including 5 originals, 1 revised
and 227 reprints. The language-wise editions include 35 in Asamiya, 12 in Bangla, 96 in English, 69
in Hindi, 1 in Kannada, 1 in Odia, 1 in Punjabi, 12 in Tamil and 6 in Telugu. Significant titles include
Bharat Mein Aadhunik Vigyan Ke Sansthapak , Bhumi Suposhan, Chalak Koel aur Cuckoo, Dhalati
Umra Mein Sehat Aur Sukun, Tomorrow Again, among others.

Popular Social Science

The books under this series introduce popular concepts and ideas of social sciences to the general
reader. A variety of emerging subject areas like gender studies, tribal studies, peace and conflict
studies, development economics, social formation, etc. are the major focus of the series.

Forty-eight titles were published under this series. These included 1 original, 3 translation and 44
reprints, which include 7 in Asamiya, 6 in Bangla, 17 in English, 16 in Hindi, 1 in Marathi and 1 in
Punjabi, 1 in Urdu. Significant titles include 150 Ba Bapu, Bharat ki Prayog Shalaye, and Dr. Bhim
Rao Ramji Ambedkar Yatra Ke Padchinh.

Samsamyik Sahitya
Under this series, selected works including short-stories, one-act plays, satire and essays of well-
known authors are published.

Twenty-one titles in Hindi were reprinted under this series.

Women Pioneers

Women Pioneers is a new initiative of National Book Trust, India that aims to bring to light as well as
project the work and contribution of eminent Indian women in different walks of life like art, culture,
literature, science, socio-religious reforms, freedom movement, etc. Each title of this sub-series
under the National Biography series of the Trust, is written for the general reader with the view to
develop new perspectives on the contemporary discourses pertaining to Indian culture, civilization
and endeavours for nation-building.

Six titles were published under this series in Hindi. These included 1 revised and 5 reprints.

World Literature Series
Select novels and anthologies of contemporary writings from the Asian, African and Latin American
countries are included in this series.

Ten titles were published under this series. These included 1 original and 9 reprints, which include
3 in Asamiya, 3 in English, 1 in Hindi and 3 in Tamil. The significant title includes Brazil Kahaniyan.

Young India Library

The main objective of publishing books under the Young India Library series for young readers is
to introduce the social, economic and political concepts, issues and choices which will control them
in the years to come. Stories of adventure and travel, and books on career opportunities are also
included in this series.

One hundred and twelve titles were published under this series. These included 7 original, 2 translation,
1 revised, and 102 reprints. Language-wise break-up of the titles is as follows: 14 in Asamiya, 9 in
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Bangla, 35 in English, 1 in Gujarati, 36 in Hindi, 1 in Malayalam 3 in Marathi, 1 in Odia, 1 in Punjabi,
8 in Tamil, 2 in Telugu and | in Urdu. The significant title includes All About Travel Photography, Be an
XL Traveller, Exam Warriors, and Significance of Ancient Indian Sciences in Contemporary Education.

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NEW DELHI WORLD BOOK FAIR 2024

National Book Trust, India organised the annual New Delhi World Book fair (NDWBF) from 10 to 18
February 2024 in Halls 1 to 5 at Bharat Mandapam, New Delhi with ITPO as the co-organiser.
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Shri Dharmendra Pradhan, Hon’ble Minister of Education inaugurated the New Delhi World Book
Fair on 10 February 2024 at Bharat Mandapam, New Delhi in the presence of Shri Subhas Sarkar,
Hon’ble Minister of State for Education, Government of India, Shri Saleh Eid Al-Husseini, Ambassador
of Kingdom of Saudi Arabia to India, Shri K. Sanjay Murthy, Secretary, Higher Education, Government
of India, Prof. Milind Sudhakar Marathe, Chairman, NBT and Shri Yuvraj Malik, Director, NBT.

Spread over 45,000 sq.m. in Bharat Mandapam, the Fair premises was veritable treat for book lovers,
authors, writers and more than 1000 publishers, who showcased all kinds of books for readers of all
age-groups.

A big attraction of the Fair was NBT’s ‘Theme Pavilion’ celebrating its central idea, ‘Multilingual India:
A Living Tradition,’ that laid emphasis on multilingualism which has contributed towards the evolution
of India into a vibrant pluralistic society. The Pavilion, across 1000 sq.m. was devoted exclusively to
the finest of regional and multilingual literature of varied genres in major Indian languages in print
and electronic media. Also in use will be Al-powered multilingual applications that have enabled the
luxury of instant translation and facilitated communication in a multilingually-rich country like ours.

The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia was the Guest of Honour country at NDWBF 2024. Both Riyadh and
New Delhi enjoyed a cordial and friendly relationship reflecting the centuries-old economic and socio-
cultural ties between the two nations. Among other countries present were United Kingdom, France,
Spain, Turkiye, Italy, Russia, Taiwan, Iran, UAE, Austria, Bangladesh, Sri Lanka, and Nepal, providing
glimpses of their respective cultures and literature. Providing the business angle to this biggest event
of the literary world, was CEOSpeak (International Publishing Conference) and New Delhi Rights Table
(Right Exchange Forum) organised by the NBT along the sidelines of the Fair. Other regular features
at NDWBF were the Authors’ Corner and ‘Lekhak Manch’ as well as International Event Corner that
provided opportunities for direct interaction with eminent national and foreign authors on their works
and experiences. More than 600 literary and cultural activities were organised during the nine-day
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extravaganza, dubbed as the ‘Mahakumbh of Books.’ Lively performances by eminent and budding
musicians, musical bands, dancers and dramatists added colour to the event.

Theme Pavilion (Multilingual India: A Living Tradition)

One of the crucial elements binding us all together is the multilingual tradition that upholds the concept
of unity in diversity. The Theme Pavilion, sprawling across 1000 sq. m., occupied a prominent place in
the Fair reflecting the cultural richness of regional literature in all its glory in print as well as electronic
media. Linguistic Applications and Al-aided tools were also showcased that enable simultaneous
translation which have not only rendered language barriers redundant but also facilitated communication
in our multilingually rich country. The Theme Pavilion, designed by the National Institute of Design,
Ahmedabad hosted several literary and cultural activities related to linguistic diversity. The event
sought to instil a sense of pride in one’s mother tongue and convey that knowledge transcends linguist
boundaries. The Theme Pavilion presented the journey of languages that gradually transformed into
our identity. NDWBF 2024 showcased the contributions of various known and unknown authors. All
these events, when amalgamated, gave a complete picture of linguistic pluralism in India.

Guest of Honour Country

The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia was the Guest of Honour country at the New Delhi World Book Fair
2024, reflecting the enduring and friendly relationship between Riyadh and New Delhi. This relationship
was rooted in centuries-old economic and socio-cultural ties, presenting a golden opportunity to
enhance cultural exchange in literature, education, arts, music, fashion, and foster people-to-people
interaction between these prominent Asian nations. The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia proudly showcased
its exclusive pavilion spanning 350 square meters at the nine-day event. The pavilion featured an Arabic
literature by Saudi publishers, offering a comprehensive display of visual delights to raise awareness
about the rich Saudi identity, heritage, knowledge, culture and arts. The distinguished delegation
represented Saudi Arabia at this prestigious event was led by Mohammed Hasan M. Alwan, the CEO
of the Literature, Publishing, and Translation Commission of Saudi Arabia. Accompanying him were
representatives from the Arts Commission, Music Commission, Fashion Commission, and Culinary
Commission.Various events, cultural activities, and panel discussions focusing on contemporary
themes and trends were meticulously organised during the gala event.“The Artificial Intelligence
and What is Unperceived in Visual Arts: The Arabic Calligraphy as an Example’ and ‘The Role of
Saudi Arabia in promoting the Arabic language in India’. Additionally, there were focused dialogues
on ‘Contributions of Indian Foundations in the Service of Arabic Culture’ and ‘A Discussion on the
contributions of Indian Scholars to Arabic Culture.
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Authors’ Corner / Lekhak Manch

The aesthetically pleasing Authors’ Corners had been created in various halls of the Fair to provide
a platform for dialogues, panel discussions and book launches for domestic publishers, authors and
book lovers. The ‘Lekhak Manch’ has become synonymous with bustling literary activities and vibrant
discussions. Some of the interesting topics in the spotlight include ‘Are Thrillers more successful on
the screen today than the books?’, Deep Secrets of Numerology and Naming, Cyber Security, Mental
Health, the Art of Fiction Writing and unravelling Indian Culture through Epics and Governance. There
was a session on stories of unheralded adventures under the heading ‘Creativity and Sports’ and
the launch of a book that says ‘God is a Myth’.The incredible journey of Women Artists from India
was discussed in one session while another focused on Shaping Children’s Literature for the young
minds. The importance of Libraries with Read India highlighted as the rich culture of India. Empowering
Women through Narratives was the subjected of another session. There was a segment on Traversing
through Mahabharata and Medieval History, and A Conversation with Chefs and Cookbook Authors
on Food, Friendship and Communion. ‘Prime Minister Narendra Modi’s North East Story’ and ‘Modi:
The Man, The Vision, The Transformation’ were sessioned by Rupa Publications and Invincible
Publishers respectively.
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Festival of Festivals

The National Book Trust, India launched the Festival of Festivals (FoF) at the New Delhi World Book
Fair 2024. The Festival of Festivals proved to be a melting pot for different literary and cultural festivals
to bring forth their individual literary initiatives in order to blend with the NDWBF literary community.
It successfully provided a platform to the organisers of festivals across India to create a meeting
point for more than 100 speakers during the 32 sessions organised under the Festival of Festivals
2024. Some of the key speakers were Adah Sharma, Rajat Sharma, Sharmistha Mukherjee, and Dr.
Sushama Kasbekar among others. A few intriguing sessions were ‘Kavi Sammelan and Mushaira,’
‘1980s: The Transition Period of Hindi Cinema,’ ‘Storytelling of Unheard Stories,’ ‘Diplomacy in Indo-
Pak Relations,” ‘Women Writers: Creating Compelling Characters,’ ‘Food, Friendship and Communion:
A Conversation with Chefs & Cookbook Authors,’ ‘Discussion about the current state of Hindi poetry,’
‘Poetry through the lens of India,” and ‘Are thrillers more successful on the screen today than the
books?’ Topics ranging from debutant authors discussing their books to celebrities talking about their
journeys with books, from literary and socio-cultural discourse by experts in their fields to intriguing
panels on poetry, food, and cinema FoF 2024 turned out to be an all-encompassing venture.

Cultural Programmes

As the theme of New Delhi World Book Fair 2024 was “Multilingual India: A living tradition”, a lot of
surprising events had been planned for the visitors.

Children’s Pavilion

The Book Fair continued to offer children of all age groups a plethora of experiences. The youngest
of our readers could participated in a children’s workshop, be in a Storyteller’s Haven was surrounded
by ‘Fables and Fantasies’, ‘Read Aloud’ and ‘Draw a Superhero’ in the Cartoon Caper’s segment.
Storytelling in all its myriad shades whether as sanctuary or theatre was on display. Those in the
6-8 age group attendes Calligraphy & Caricature Workshops, learn Origami & Letter Crafting, and
Bookmark and Envelope making, and explore the Universe through Astronomy. A Dance and Movement
Therapy session was also offered. There was a ‘Publishing and Art Segment to Illustrate Design’; ‘A
Multilingual Storytelling Saga’; ‘A Session on mastering Maths’; a segment on Poetry, and Learning
How to become an Author besides showcasing ‘Young Writers and Authors’. Children had fun with
Vedic Maths, attended a Young Editor’s Workshop, took Pictionary Challenge, and learnt the Art of
Communication besides attending the Author’s Meet-up; and the Child Author’s Panel Discussion.
They had written ‘Thank You’ letters to our Heroes in Uniform, took apart in a Science Quiz, and met
the young PM Award Winner for Social Service, Garima. There was also a session on the Literary
Arts, and the book launch of many Books for children.
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International Events Corner
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A stellar line-up awaited visitors at the International Events Corner at the New Delhi World Book Fair
2024 this year. The inaugural session showed spotlight on the Role of Women Authors and Publishers
in Promoting Literature across the borders, inspired by Austrian publication, The Riveter. That was
followed by a session on Spanish Gastronomy organised by the Instituto Cervantes, which was also
holding a Class Zero on Spanish and yet another on Poetry in Motion. There was a segment on
Nepali poetry and one on how Comic Books and Cartoons have facilitated our comfort with foreign
languages and cultures. A biography of Giuseppe Tucci was presented, translated from Italian. There
was an interactive session with Indian Authors and Publishers of Austrian Literary Books on whether
translation or adaptation was more effective for Austrian prose. That was followed by readings of
an Austrian novel adapted into Hindi. A discussion was also scheduled on Austrian Literature in the
digital era, its market and its acceptability. From the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia came with a session on
Artificial Intelligence and what is unperceived in Visual Arts, with Arabic Calligraphy as an example.
The Commonalties of Persian Poetry in Iran and India also come up for reflection. An account by
Raoum al-Suhaibani called ‘A Journey to India’ was the subject at hand during event.

New Delhi Rights Table

The New Delhi Rights Table (Right Exchange Forum) is one of the significant and regular features
of the New Delhi World Book Fair. It is an engaging B2B session, which provides opportunities to
publishers, rights agents, literary agents, authors, translators, and other publishing professionals
from both within and beyond India to explore the world of books, and to present their ideas, besides
conducting a transaction of rights This unique format of the event enables exhibitors to book their
own Rights Table. That allowed them to finalise their interests and agreements for the transfer of
translation and other rights of books available in English, Hindi and other Indian languages. The
New Delhi Rights Table was held on 12 and 13 February 2024 at the Mezzanine, Hall No. 3, Bharat
Mandapam.

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The gathering brought together authors, publishers, translators, and audiobook managers to promote
cross-cultural exchanges and encourage sharing of creative works and rights. The event witnessed over
500 meetings held in two days with 60 publishers from across the globe participated in NDRT 2024,
including representatives from Austria, Bangladesh, France, Iran, Italy, Nepal, Russian Federation,
Spain, Sri Lanka, Taiwan, Turkey, United Arab Emirates and United Kingdom.

CEOSpeak

CEQOSpeak, hosted by NBT provided a platform to deliberate on crucial aspects of the publishing
industry, with a particular focus on the multi-lingual landscape and integration of Al. The event was
intended to serve as a forum for publishing, conceived to provide a platform for the exchange of ideas
among the CEOs, MDs, and senior publishing professionals on the side lines of the NDWBF’24.

The forum hosted and provided speaking opportunities to international publishing experts besides
dignitaries such as ministers, ambassadors, and cultural counsellors from various countries on varying
subjects exploring the dynamics of Al with multilingual publishing. The event was moderated by Shri
Kumar Vikram, Editor and Project Head of NBT.

The inaugural session was followed by a welcome speech by Shri Milind Sudhakar Marathe, Chairman
of NBT. The Chairman welcomed the august gathering, all distinguished speakers and the participants.
He expressed his gratitude to the Hon’ble Minister of State for Education, Dr Subash Sarkar, and H.E.
Dr Abdul Latif Abdul Aziz al-Wasel, for gracing the gathering with their presence and dynamism for
creating a true family spirit. This was followed by a presentation on ‘The Book Market in Saudi Arabia’
by Dr. Abdul Aziz al-Wasel, General Manager of Publishing Literature, Publishing and Translation
Commission, who focussed on exchange of ideas through Saudi Arabian and Indian literature between
two countries, to further strengthen their intellectual bonds.
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Dr Sarkar gave the keynote address, while highlighting the role of NEP policy in the context of Multilingual
India. He highlighted the significance of Indian Educational System in the global South, and how the
publishing industry can join hands with it for future prospects in fostering knowledge dissemination
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through their mother tongues. Summing up the session, Shri Yuvraj Malik, Director, NBT, remarked on
the essence of previous speeches by highlighting arena in the present times. Mr. Nadim Sadek, the
Founder and CEO of Shimmr Al, and author of ‘Shimmr, don’t Shake-How Publishing Can Embrace
Al’ gave a presentation of Al and the business of book publishing.

The CEOSpeak ended with a panel discussion on ‘Al and Multilingual Publishing: Challenges and
Opportunities’. The eminent panellists representing different geographical locations were Dinesh
Kulathanga from Sri Lanka, Claudia Kaiser from Germany, Pulkit Tiwari, Sunil Thomas from India,
and Nadim Sadek from the UK.

1. Ladakh Book Festival (12-16 July 2023)

National Book Trust, India organised the first-of-its-kind book festival for literary aficionados and book
lovers in the beautiful city of Leh, Ladakh— the land of high passes. The Ladakh Book Festival was
inaugurated on 12 July 2023 by Brig. B. D. Mishra, Hon’ble Lt. Governor of Ladakh in the presence
of Advocate Tyashi Gyalson, Chairman-LAHDC, eminent authors Shri Jamyang Gyaltsan and Mohd.
Sadiq Hardassi, along with Prof. Govind Prasad Sharma, Chairman, NBT and Shri Yuvraj Malik,
Director, NBT. The 5-day festival was organised from 12 to 16 July 2023, in association with the
Administration of Union Territory of Ladakh at the New Multipurpose Indoor Stadium (NDS Memorial
Sports Ground), Leh.

About 25 Publishers/Exhibitors from across the country participated and displayed their books on
various topics across 40 stalls during the festival. Various cultural programmes were also organised
during the entire period of Ladakh Book Festival. The book festival came to a successful end with a
footfall of over 50,000 visitors.
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2. Ujjain Book Fair (1-6 September 2023)

National Book Trust, India organised Ujjain Book Fair at Dussehra Ground, Ujjain (Madhya Pradesh)
from 1 to 6 September 2023. Shri Mohan Yadav, Minister of Education, Government of Madhya
Pradesh inaugurated the Book Fair.

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3. Shillong Book Fair (27 September — 3 October 2023)

The Shillong Book Fair 2023 offered a treat for book lovers of Shillong. The Fair was inaugurated on
27 September 2023 at the U SosoTham Auditorium, East Khasi Hills, State Central Library, Shillong.
The inauguration was graced by Shri Paul Lyngdoh, Hon’ble Arts and Culture Minister, Govt. of
Meghalaya, and Shri Rakkam A. Sangma, Hon’ble Education Minister, Govt. of Meghalaya. The Fair
organised by the National Book Trust, India, in collaboration with the Department of Arts and Culture
and Department of Education, Govt. of Meghalaya, marked a significant event as the only Book Fair
to be held in Shillong after seven years.

The week-long Shillong Book Fair paid tribute to Meghalaya’s rich literary and cultural heritage. It
showcased a diverse collection of books from some of the country’s best publishers, including works by
local authors and regional literature across various genres. The Fair offered book lovers the opportunity
to delve into literature that reflects the vibrant cultural tapestry of Meghalaya and the North-East.

More than 25 publishers participated in the Shillong Book Fair across 50 stalls. It featured engaging
sessions, book launches, and discussions, creating a platform for readers to interact with their literary
idols. The Fair also included interactive storytelling sessions and creative workshops for children,
fostering the next generation of readers and writers. Additionally, local cultural performances added
to the vibrancy and richness of the event.
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4. Gomti Book Festival (9-17 December 2023)

The Gomti Book Festival 2023 organised at heart of Lucknow from 9 to 17 December 2023. The
theme of the Festival was ‘Books for All' organised by National Book Trust, India. The 9-day Gomti
Book Festival 2023 hosted about 100 publishers from across the country, offering books for all age
groups in the heart of Lucknow from 9 to 17 December 2023.

Shri Partha Sarthi Sen Sharma, Principal Secretary of Medical Health and Family Welfare; Ms Amita
Bhatnagar Jain, Former Additional Chief Secretary of Uttar Pradesh; and Shri Yuvraj Malik, Director
NBT inaugurated the event.

A plethora of engaging events catered to all ages, featuring captivating open-mic performances,
enlightening literary sessions, vibrant cultural showcases, and specially curated activities for children.
Children’s books emerged as the bestselling category, closely trailed by fiction, mythology, self-help,
and a diverse array of other genres. In addition to boasting an extensive collection of books spanning
70 regional languages, the festival garnered notable interest in works authored by renowned writers.
Blind students, who visited the stall of the National Institute for the Empowerment of Persons with
Visual Disability, were given a free braille book each. This initiative was highly praised because buyers
said that Braille books are not easily available. The evenings were full of vivacity as various cultural
performances enthralled the visitors. Literary sessions at ‘Lekhak Ganj’ brought together well-known
personalities working in the field to promote reading.
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5. Pune Book Festival (16-24 December 2023)

National Book Trust, India organised Pune Book Festival from 16 to 24 December 2023 at the
Fergusson College Grounds, marking a significant milestone in promoting literature and reading
culture. Shri Chandrakant Patil, Hon’ble Minister of Higher and Technical Education of Maharashtra,
and an Eminent Writer, Shri Sadanand More inaugurated the Pune Book Festival.

This literary festival garnered unprecedented attention, reflecting the growing enthusiasm for books
and the profound impact of such cultural events on the community. The festival attracted a diverse
audience, with the majority being school and college students, highlighting its broad appeal to the
youth. The Pune Book Festival offered a diverse array of children’s activities cultural performances,
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literary sessions and specially curated engagement activities for University and College students.
About 125 publishers with over 250 stalls participated. The Pune Book Festival etched its name in
history by bagging four Guinness World Records.

The first record was for the largest reading activity, where 3066 parents read to their children
simultaneously surpassing the previous record. This achievement was praised by the Hon’ble Prime
Minister, Shri Narendra Modi, highlighting the importance of promoting a reading culture through
storytelling, on his personal social media.

As part of the Book Festival, the second and third world records were set for the longest word and
sentence made of books. Titled, ‘Bharat’ and ‘Jaitu Bharat,” these compositions were crafted from an
impressive collection of 18,751 copies of the Marathi edition of Exam Warrior, authored by the Hon’ble
Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi, exceeding the previous record of 11,111 books. The word, ‘Bharat’
was created with 7500 books in 22 languages, emphasising India’s rich multilingualism.

Adding one more feather to the cap, the fourth Guinness World Record of the largest online video album
of people reading aloud with 11,043 videos was achieved. Swapnil Dangorikar from the Guinness World
Records announced the achievements and presented certificates to NBT, recognising its exceptional
contributions to literary and cultural endeavours. These achievements underscored the festival's role
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in promoting cultural diversity and celebrating the nation’s linguistic heritage on a global platform. The
festival also featured the event ‘Silence, Pune is Reading,’” a unique initiative that witnessed active
participation from teachers, students, government employees, and various organizations. This event
contributed to a city-wide celebration of reading and literature, reinforcing Pune’s status as a hub of
intellectual curiosity. The palpable collective joy and enthusiasm throughout the festival underscored
the profound impact of literature and the enduring spirit of the Pune community.

6. Sambalpur Book Fair (21-29 January 2024)

National Book Trust, India organised the Sambalpur Book Fair 2024 from 21 to 29 January 2024 at
PHD Grounds, Ainthapali, Sambalpur (Odisha) in collaboration with District Administration, and with
Society for Education Tradition & Unity (SETU), Sambalpur. The Sambalpur Book Fair was inaugurated
by Shri Dharmendra Pradhan, Hon’ble Minister of Education, Government of India. Daily children’s
activities, literary sessions and cultural events were also organised during the entire period of the
Book Fair. The theme of the Book Fair was ‘Book for All’.
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This mega book festival for the people of the city of Sambalpur provided books in all Indian languages,
across all age-groups and genre. Shri Subas Chandra Panigrahi, MLA and Shri NauriNaik as well
as Prof. Mahadeo Jaiswal, Director, IIM Sambalpur, and Prof. Minketan Pathi, SETU President also
spoke about the book fair and various activities that are part of it. With over 125 stalls by more than
50 exhibitors with books in English, Hindi, Odia, and all Indian languages, and various other Indian
languages, engaging activities for children and youth, literary sessions, the festival created a dynamic
space for literary exploration and community bonding. The event featured approximately 30 activities
for children, 14 literary sessions, and 20 cultural performances.
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PM-YUVA SCHEME FOR YOUNG AUTHORS 2.0

The PM-YUVA Mentoring Scheme for Young Authors 2.0 was launched on 2nd October, 2022 by the
Ministry of Education, Government of India as part of the Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav programme with
National Book Trust, India as the Implementing Agency.

° All-India contest was organized from 2nd October 2022 to 15th January 2023

) The contestants submitted book proposals of nearly 10,000 words.

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INDIA-CHINA TRANSLATION PROGRAMME

In a significant initiative in cultural diplomacy, the Government of India and the Government of the
Republic of China have put forward an ambitious translation programme that includes the translation
of select 25 classical and contemporary works from Chinese into Hindi and Indian literary works into
Chinese. To give effect to this initiative a Memorandum of Understanding was signed between the
Ministry of External Affairs, the Government of India and the State Administration of Press, Publication,
Radio, Film and Television of the People’s Republic to China in Cooperation in Mutual Translation and
Publication of Classic and Contemporary Works. It was signed during the visit of Premier Li Kegiang
to India.

The work of taking forward the programme was given to the National Book Trust, India. To implement
this project the External Publicity and Public Diplomacy Division of the Ministry of External Affairs,
Government of India and the National Book Trust, India signed a MoU in December 2015, to translate
the 25 Chinese works into Hindi.

Outreach

The Sales & Marketing team of National Book Trust, India facilitates distribution of NBT publication
among readers in India as well as abroad through its vast network. In order to expand its outreach,
NBT reaches the readers through its book promotion centers, (BPCs), bookstores, trade partners and
Pustak Parikrama (Mobile Exhibition) in the rural and far-flung areas. It organises national and state
level book exhibition, literary festivals and also participates in various book exhibitions organised by
other major literary organisations.

Regional Offices

National Book Trust, India administers its sales operations independently through its four regional
offices located in Delhi (Northern Regional Office), Kolkata (Eastern Regional Office), Mumbai (Western
Regional Office) and Bangalore (Southern Regional Office). These regional offices stock, promote,
and sell NBT publications in regional languages, including tribal dialects. These offices also organize
mobile exhibitions, participate in prominent book fairs in various regions and organize several events
for the promotion of books and reading habit as per the mandate of NBT. These regional offices also
act as the nodal points for NBT in the regions for various government and non-government agencies
for organising activities related to the promotion of books and reading culture.

NBT Book promotion Centers and Bookstores across India

Other than the Regional Offices, NBT has also set up 10 Book Promotion Centers (BPCs) in Guwahati,
Agartala, Cuttack, Hyderabad, Chennai, Kochi, Patna, Lucknow, Bhopal and Dehradun. These book
promotion centers act as nodal points covering the respective states for the promotion of reading
activities, local languages and other book related activities as per the mandate of National Book
Trust, India.

NBT books are available at neighbourhood bookstores through its trade partners in all major cities of
the country. NBT also operates its own outlets/bookstores in major cities like Delhi, Kolkata, Mumbai,
Bangalore, Chennai, Hyderabad, Kochi, Cuttack, Guwahati, Agartala and Patna. All these bookstores
are centrally located and easily approachable, offering a range of titles in the regional languages,
tribal languages as well as in Hindi and English.

NBT Bookshops at Delhi Metro Stations

As a part of NBT’s initiative to collaborate with organisations in order to promote books and reading
in the country, a Memorandum of Understanding was signed between NBT and the Delhi Metro Rail
Corporation (DMRC) to open up NBT Bookshops at major metro stations.

As per the agreement, two such bookshops have been set up at the Vishwavidyalaya Metro Station
and Kashmere Gate Metro Station. These bookshops manage to attract students along with a varied
range of commuters travelling by metro regularly.

Airport Reading Lounge at Varanasi

National Book Trust, India has set-up India’s first free Reading Lounge at the entrance point of main
lobby of Varanasi Airport on 9th May 2023 and the Reading Lounge inaugurated by Shri Awanish
Kumar Awasthi IAS, Advisor to Hon’ble Chief Minister, Uttar Pradesh. It's accessible to reading books
to passengers traveling to and from Varanasi Airport.

Book Club Members
With the ongoing programme of Book Club Membership, NBT provides lifetime memberships with a
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nominal fee and the members are entitled for a discount of 20% for their lifetime. During the financial
year 2023-24, 2006 new book club members were added from different parts of the country making
it to a total of 41,658 members since 2011-12.

Trade Partners

NBT has developed an excellent network of authorised booksellers in two categories as Authorised
Book Sellers and distributors throughout the country. During the years, it has added 18 new authorised
booksellers, making it to a total of 1,543 authorised booksellers expanding its network to 27 states
and 7 Union Territories.

Participation in the Book Exhibitions

In its constant efforts to reach to the grassroots level, NBT patrticipates in major book Fairs through
its Regional Offices (ROs) and Book Promotion Centers (BPCs). However, to cover the remaining
regions, the ROs and BPCs of NBT organize book fairs in these regions for the benefit of the readers.
The Sales outlets of BPCs and ROs also organize school-level book fairs. In the financial year 2023-
24, NBT participated in 141 such exhibitions through its ROs and BPCs.

Pustak Parikramas (Exhibition through Mobile Vans)

In order to make knowledge available across the country, NBT organises Mobile Exhibition or ‘Pustak
Parikarma’. These are mobile vans which travel to remote, rural and hard-to-reach areas exhibit a curated
selection of region-specific NBT titles across various genres and languages for readers.

Sales Performance

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NATIONAL BOOK TRUST, INDIA FINANCIAL
ASSISTANCE PROGRAMME (NBT FAP)

As part of B2B component of New Delhi World Book Fair and to promote National Book Trust, India
Financial Assistance Programme (NBT FAP), the Trust organised the 11th Rights Table Forum for
publishers during the New Delhi World Book Fair, 2024 from 12 to 13 February 2024. Mr Gareth Edward
Rapley, Director of the London Book Fair inaugurated the New Delhi Rights Table on 12 February
2024. Ms Elena Pasoli, Director, Bologna Book Fair and Ms. Jacks Thomas, Director, Bologna Book
Pluswere the special guests on the occasion. Prof. Milind Sudhakar Marathe, Chairman, NBT and
Shri Yuvraj Malik, Director, NBT were also present at the inaugural session.

It may be stated that in order to promote and pursue translations of Indian books into foreign languages,
the Trust initiated a financial assistance programme to foreign publishers. The programme will provide
a suitable incentive in the form of financial assistance to foreign publishers for translation of original
Indian writings published by Indian publishers in English, Hindi and other Indian languages into foreign
languages.The programme covers broad categories of fiction, non-fiction, science and technology
and books for children, except dictionaries, magazines, journals, textbooks for schools/colleges and
professional courses like medicine, engineering, pure & applied sciences, business administration.

To promote Indian books abroad, the Trust has initiated the financial assistance programme for
translations. Under the scheme, financial assistance will be given by the Trust to foreign publishers
who are keen on translating Indian books into foreign language. In order to give particular focus on
writings in Indian languages where an English translation is not available, and to promote such writings
abroad, the NBT would facilitate its translation into English, and in such areas the NBT would bear
50% of the translation fee. Open to foreign publishers, the programme has elicited a lot of interest
among a cross section of publishers both from India and abroad.

So far, financial assistance has been extended for: The Missing Queen by Samhita Arni (originally
published by the Zubaan Books) published by Lit Edizioni SRL in Italian; My Little India by Manoj
Das (originally published by NBT) published by Booksea Publishing in Korean; Looking Back: India
in 20th Century (originally published by NBT) published by Booksea Publishing in Korean and Stories
by Ambai by Ambai (originally published by Kalachuvadu) published by Editions Zulma in French.
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TRAINING COURSE IN BOOK PUBLISHING

The Book Publishing Course has been conducted by the National Book Trust, India since 1994. The
course has contributed to creating a pool of trained professionals for the publishing industry in India.
Earlier, NBT organized a one-month course in Delhi and short-term courses in other parts of the
country. However, during the COVID-19 pandemic situation, we have designed a three-month-long
online course for the benefit of students across the country. We have also re-launched the course with
more comprehensive and detailed sessions. Previously, there were 25 sessions of 2 hours duration,
but presently, the course has been changed to 50 sessions of 2 hours. The selection of the faculty
has also been made with care to ensure that the students could get insights from the best publishing
professionals and experts.

Our innovative and unique Certificate Course in Publishing is the first in India to offer comprehensive
training to students and exposure to the publishing industry. Designed to address the skill gaps within
the publishing industry, this course allows students to explore all elements of all sectors of the publishing
landscape and benefit from cutting-edge industry-inspired learning. Students study the modules in this
Certificate Course including Introduction to Publishing, Editorial, Design and Production, Marketing
and Sales, Sectors of Publishing, eBook and Audio Book, and Internship and a Publishing Project. A
student gains insight into 21st-century publishing and the wide range of roles available in the industry.
Students also explore the various stages of publishing, from initial ideas and commissioning to cover
design, book launches and sales data analysis.

Students also develop professional publishing practice through the one-month-long publishing internship
and another month’s publishing project module.

During the period under preview, the Trust organised two online training courses in book publishing
from 7 January to 9 April 2023, and 28 October 2023 to 4 February 2024.
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ASSISTANCE FOR
PUBLICATION OF BOOKS

Financial assistance is provided by National Book Trust, India under its Subsidy Scheme for the
publication of books.

Scheme for the Subsidized Publication of Books

Through this Subsidy Scheme, NBT promotes the publication of reasonably priced books for students
and teachers of Indian universities and technical institutes by providing royalty to authors and financial
assistance to publishers for bringing out books, which could serve as textbooks, discipline-oriented
reference material or reference books.

During the period under review, no title was published under the Scheme.
