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READERS” CLUB MOVEMENT

National Centre for Children's Literature (NCCL) is the children’s
research wing of National Book Trust, India established in 1993. It
provides assistance and expertise to teachers, librarians, editors,
writers and illustrators by arranging creative workshops across the
country especially in rural areas for promoting reading habits
among children. Reading and promotional activities are also
organized from time to time.

NCCL runs the Readers' Club Movement to promote the habit of
reading and this Movement is considered to be one of the largest
reading movements in the country. NCCL sets up Readers’ Clubs
in schools covered under Samagra Shiksha. About 1.35 Lakh
Readers' Clubs have been established in the country so far.

A colourful bi-monthly bilingual magazine, Readers’ Club Bulletin
is sent free of cost to the enrolled Readers’ clubs to foster the
movement. Children and teachers are also encouraged to contribute
to it. Orientation programmes on Readers’ Club Movement are
conducted in a phased manner, at State capitals, for District Level
Officers, school teachers and other associated officials.

To enrol as Readers’ Clubs, the enclosed form needs to be filled
either by the Principal or teacher of the respective school and sent
to NCCL (NBT-India).

“States/UTs are informed that NCCL is a wing of National Book
Trust, India which is running the Readers' Club Movement to
promote the habit of reading and this movement is considered to be
one of the largest reading movements in the world . . . and a quarterly,
bilingual magazine is also published to foster the movement. From
time to time, reading/promotional activities are also organized by
NCCL. Accordingly, States /UTs are advised to try and set up
Readers' Clubs in schools in a phased manner with the help of NCCL.
NCCL may also organize orientations for school teachers and
librarians on how to creatively use the books in libraries and organize
activities to promote reading habit among children. NBT may also
organize such orientations for district level officers in State capitals for
schools covered under Samagra Shiksha. These activities do not
involve financial expenditure and aim to promote reading habits and
creativity, and hence maybe undertaken extensively by the
States/UTs.”
